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    Maddie’s Fund Summary
   Fiscal Year 2007-08


In Fiscal Year 2007-08, Maddie’s Fund distributed $14.5 million in grant funds. 298 grants were awarded to 422 animal welfare organizations, 109 veterinary hospitals, 9 universities and 4 veterinary medical associations in 41 states and the District of Coumbia.
Lifesaving Accomplishments:

Our six community collaborative projects found new homes for a total of 69,701 dogs and cats; performed 16,563 spay/neuter surgeries and reduced euthanasia by a total of 20,987 deaths.

New Grants:
Grants totaling $2.2 million were given to colleges of veterinary medicine, including $1.7 million to the University of Florida for the first three years of a six year comprehensive shelter medicine program.  

The first ever Lifesaving Award in the amount of $412,050 went to the 
Charlottesville-Albemarle SPCA for saving all of the healthy and treatable shelter pets in their community. 
$305,000 was given to 121 animal welfare organizations through Maddie's® Marketing Competition.

Seventeen new Starter Grants, including 25 Shelter Data Grants and 1 Business Plan Grant were awarded for a total of $239,025.

Five shelters received Medical Equipment Grants totaling $158,280.

New spay/neuter programs in northern Nevada and Duvall County, Florida received $121,500 and $100,000 respectively.

Maddie's Fund invested $200,000 in an advertising campaign to promote visits to private practice veterinarians in Northern Nevada.

$1.6 million was awarded to 85 organizations as part of our Special Giving Program.
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
